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[bookmark: _GoBack]Family Acceptance is part of a psychological effect and how the behavior of the family in caring for family members through care, support and care. This study aims obtain an empirical description of: 1) Informant Characteristics, 2) Family Concern for Children with Disabilities, 3) Family Care for Childrn with Disabilities, and 4) Family Support for Children with Disabilities. Informants in this study amounted to five people. The method used in this research is descriptive qualitative method. Data sources in this study are primary data sources and secondary data sources. Data collection techniques used in this study were in-depth interviews, observation, and documentation studies. Checking the validity of the data in this study used source triangulastion, technical triangulation, and time triangulation. The result of the study show that family acceptance of children with disabilities in Setiamanah Village, Central Cimahi Disrict, Cimahi City is still lacking, due to a lack of family knowledge about caring for children with disabilities, namely family closeness to children with disabilities and family care for children with disabilities. Based on the analysis of problems and needs, the researchers proposed the “Care Families of Children with Disabilities” program in the sub-district of Setiamanah, Central Cimahi District, Cimahi City through an Educational Group. This program aims to increase family knowledge, attention, acceptance and awareness of children with disabilities.
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
